● If student relies on intense and
repeated remediation to attain the
grade of 70% should not move on to
Spanish 2.

Skills at the time of recommendation:
● Students can conjugate Present tense

verbs (including stem-changing,
reflexives, irregulars) correctly 80% of
the time.

● Write and speak in linked sentences
80% of the time.

● Perform in all modalities of the
language: speaking, listening, reading,
and writing. Failure to perform in any
one of these modalities is cause for not
moving on to Spanish 3.

● If student relies on intense and
repeated remediation to attain the
grade of 70%, student should not move
on to Spanish 3.
